Dependency on non-3GPP (draft) specification:

3	Justification
As per the existing AKMA specs (TS 33535), operators can trigger the UE Parameters Update (UPU) procedure to update UE’s routing indicator (RID). Then the UE will generate a new A-KID according to the updated RID and use the new A-KID in the AKMA session with the AF. However, the A-KID in AAnF and AF is still generated by the old RID if UDM doesn’t trigger the home network triggered primary authentication after performing UPU. The inconsistency of A-KID will lead to a failure in AKMA service.

As of now, there is no way to stop the UE Parameters Update (UPU) procedure to update UE’s RID. It may lead to a revenue loss for the operator and bad user experience because the inconsistency of A-KID will lead to a failure in AKMA service.
