-	Given the differences described above between SA2 and SA3, how the UE request the security materials from the SLPKMF, what information should be included in the related request/response messages? 
Answer:	The UE requests discovery security materials from the SLPKMF by sending Discovery Key Request message which includes Ranging/SL Positioning application identifier. The SLPKMF generates or retrieves discovery security materials associated with the received Ranging/SL Positioning application identifier and delivers the discovery security materials to the UE in Discovery Key Response message.
SA3 would also like to inform CT1 of the update to security procedures for Ranging/SL positioning UE discovery in TS 33.533, as approved in the attached document.
