A resource owner can revoke an authorization by using the same method as granting the authorization. API Exposing Function needs toshall be informed about revocation (e.g., token itself or identifier of the token with expiration time)if this is necessary to ensure correct handling of revocation. AEF does not need to maintain the revocation information after the expiration time of the token. Before responding to API invoker's API invocation request, AEF shall check whether the token presented by API invoker is revoked or not.
