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1. Overall Description:
SA3 thanks SA3-LI for their LS on LI for AKMA in roaming. As pointed out in the previous LS response (see S3-202950), when the AKMA Ph2 work started, there was a lack of concrete technical solutions on the table in SA3, supporting LI. This state of affairs remained as the work with TR 33.737 was being finalized and is the main reason why no conclusion about normative work could be made in the TR.  

To satisfy regulatory statues without a proper technical solution for LI in AKMA, SA3 agrees that it is necessary to provide a technical solution to not enable AKMA in roaming, in particular as required by the VPLMN. There is a stage 1 requirement for such a feature in TS 33.535 (clause 4.6.1), but there is no corresponding stage 3 mechanism defined in any 3GPP TS to implement this requirement. SA3 provides a proposal for an explicit solution in the separate LS “Response LS on AKMA service restrictions” sent to CT3 and SA3LI.

While SA3, as a WG, currently cannot commit to further AKMA work, individual company proposals for future enhancements, e.g. how the AKMA cipher suites could be amended to provide AKMA authentication services (avoiding AKMA LI roaming problems), will of course be considered by SA3.
