Terms

For the purposes of the present document, the terms given in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1].


Digital Identity: a virtual representation of an individual or entity in digital world. It comprises any attributes or identifiers that define and make the digital presence unique online.
In the context of this TR, digital identity uniquely represents a digital asset across different mobile metaverse services. It can be mapped to the identity of the owner, i.e. User Identity. The mapping between User Identity and Digital Identity defines the relationship between a user (owner) and the digital assets associated with the user.
User Identity: refers to TS 22.156 [x] clause 3.1.
