SA stated,  “Thereby SA plenary has agreed to exceptional handling to accelerate the specification work in Rel-18 even though at this stage of Rel-18 stage 2 specifications are frozen. At the time of approval of a complete stage 2 and stage 3 specification 3GPP will discuss if these CRs can be backtracked to the earlier releases. “. 
The corresponding SA3 CR on modified PRINS S3-235069 was presented in the last SA plenary SA#102 and was approved. An action item was given to SA3 Chair to report back in SA#103, to address the above statement, i.e. whether there are any technical issues that will block the mapping of the SA3 CR (agreed for Rel-18) to previous releases.
4
Analysis

The CR S3-235069 had 5 changes,
 1. 5.9.3.2 – added text for roaming hubs to be able to generate both N32 error messages and application messages over the corresponding service based operation

2. The NOTE in 5.9.3.2 on using the same underlying HTTP connection for several N32-connections is clarified, and minor editorials are done.

3. Adding the actions of SEPP for handling the policy related error messages initiated by the Roaming Hub

4. Addressing Editor’s notes in 13.2.4.5.2a and 13.2.4.7

5. Dividing 13.2.4.7 into two parts, the first part is the operation of the receiving SEPP when it receives the normal HTTP message, the second part is the operation of the receiving SEPP when it receives the error message.

None of the above changes contain any issues which will block the mapping of the CR to previous releases.

Proposal

An analysis of CR S3-235069 shows that there are no technical issues blocking the mapping of the CR to previous 5G releases such as Rel-17 and Rel-16.
