14-16. If the SUPI received in step 5 was anonymous, the AUSF verifies that the SUPI received from the CH AAA exists as described in steps 11-13 of clause I.2.2.2.2 with the addition that the AUSF shall include the NSWO indicator. Based on the NSWO indicator the UDM shall not store the authentication state.
