Key issue details

In case the UE disconnects from the TNAP and connects to the new TNAP within the same TNGF, the UE performs primary authentication for the new TNAP even if the AMF has security context for the UE. A delay occurs during reconnection of the UE to the new TNAP due to signalling overload of the repeated authentication procedure.
