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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT WG1 for the LS on Trigger for secure user plane establishment via user plane. SA2 has agreed the attached CR and provides the following answers to CT1.

Issue 1: 
i. LMF knowledge of the UE address is not specified as part of the UP positioning functionality.

SA2 Answer:

The step 6 in the 23.273 clause 6.18.1 has been removed in the attached CR. There is no need for the LMF to know the UE address.
Issue 2/3: 
ii. It is not clear what method/protocol to use for such LMF to UE user plane trigger/configuration and whether enabling of such trigger requires additional functionality, e.g. control plane signalling.

iii. There is no security protection of LMF to UE signalling via user plane in the UP positioning functionality at this point of the signalling flow.
