Discuss and take decision on the way forward to back track the 5G roaming WID changes to earlier releases.

Rationale

This documents provides a proposal for how to implement the changes related to the 5G roaming WID to earlier releases assuming that the way forward in [1] by the SA3 chair is endorsed.

First, observe that there were possibly conflicting CRs in the last meeting cycle in scope of the 5G roaming WID. In fact, the initial CR approved by the plenary in SP-231202 was heavily revised and extended in the following SA3#113 meeting. Second, in the current meeting it is possible that further changes are agreed in scope of the same WID for maintenance purposes. So the corresponding parts in TS 33.501 [2] are still a moving target until the current meeting closure. Therefore, care must be taken to back track the requirements to earlier releases. One needs not only to collect the changes introduced in previous meetings, but also to collect the changes agreed in the current meeting.

The table below includes all the 5G roaming WID CRs each with the corresponding list of affected clauses.

Some of the changes are conflicting so care must be taken when creating the CR introducing the corresponding changes to earlier releases. In order to do that, it is proposed to collect previous meetings' changes in a draft CR. The draft CR is expected to include clean version of the changes resulting from the 3 CR's above and is expected to be revised by the end of the current meeting to also include new changes agreed in scope of this WID if any. To simplify the collection of new changes, it is proposed to use a separate pCR as a placeholder. More precisely this placeholder pCR is expected to be revised in the end of the meeting to include all the changes from any agreed related CRs. The pCR will be then merged in the draft CR. Only then the draft CR can be converted to a CR targeting any of the earlier releases.
The draft CR is provided in a parallel contribution [3]. It implements and resolves the conflicts from the CRs in Table 3-1 using the Release 16 version of TS 33.501 [2] as a baseline. A place holder pCR is also provided separately in a parallel contribution [4].

Detailed proposal

It is proposed to:
· Collect all changes related to the 5G roaming WID the agreed CRs in this meeting in [4].

· By the end of the meeting, or once all related CRs are treated and closed, revise [3] to include the changes from [4].

· Convert [4] to a CR (with respective mirrors except to Rel-18) depending on the agreed target Release (Rel-16 or 17)
