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	KSNs in SCPAC configurations are dervied from the currently active KgNB. At handover when a new KgNB is established, those KSNs must be updated to be in sync with the current key hierarchy and obtain the same forward and backward security properties. Therefore, this pCR proposes that the handling of prepared SCPAC configurations are handeled in the same way as prepared secondary cells are handled at handover. That is, the source MN releases all prepared configurations before the handover. The target MN (re)establishes the configurations it wishes based on the new KgNB.
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6.10.2.X.3	Handling prepared configurations at handover
At handover when a fresh KNG-RAN, is derived (necessary for inter-gNB handovers), the source MN shall release any prepared SCPAC configurations in candidate SNs.  Wheather a fresh KNG-RAN needs to be derived by the UE or not is part of existing signaling for handover procedure. Note that for inter-gNB HO, the source gNB (MN) must derive a new KNG-RAN. If the target MN wishes to establish new prepared SCPAC configurations, it will do so based on the fresh KNG-RAN. As specified in clause 6.10.3.1, the SN Counter is also reset to ‘0’ at such handovers.
