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Introduction
GSMA PRD FS.50 defines the requirements that need to be met by SCASes for adoption and use in GSMA’s Network Equipment Security Assurance Scheme (NESAS). GSMA’s NESAS Group has responsibility for maintaining NESAS documents and for periodically reviewing them to ensure they attain quality levels sufficient to meet the needs of NESAS users.

GSMA’s NESAS Group has reviewed the existing 3GPP SCASes and it has identified the opportunity to enhance some that have already been adopted for use in NESAS. The deficiencies are not sufficient to require the relevant SCASes to be delisted from the adopted SCASes in FS.63 but improvements to the SCASEs will benefit NESAS users.

The purpose of this LS is to bring to the attention of SA3 members GSMA’s plans to submit change requests to individual SCASes in a range of contributions to future SA3 meetings. When the NESAS Group has SCAS change requests to submit to SA3 it, in consultation with the SA3 leadership, will schedule a joint session with SA3 delegates to explain the changes in each contribution. SA3 delegates will be afforded the opportunity to comment and provide feedback on any proposed changes to SCASes before they are submitted for approval at SA3 plenary meetings.
The NESAS Group currently plans to prepare contributions to the upcoming meetings, starting with the Dallas meeting in November 2025. The NESAS Group looks forward to working with SA3 delegates on these improvements that will benefit NESAS and its users.
