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Issues with Coexistence between NASS bundled authentication (NBA) and Early IMS Security (EIS)

During TISPAN #10 there were discussions in WG7 regarding the consistency between NASS-IMS bundled authentication and other solutions: Early IMS (EIS), IMS authentication, and NASS-IMS bundled (NBA). A drafting group created a contribution showing the scenarios and where each of the solutions work at simplified and detailed level to see if they can coexist. 

An initial drafting session on this topic was held at TISPAN10, and the output can be found in 10TD281. The draft produced during TISPAN#10 has been distributed on the mailing list for comments by February 20th, followed by two weeks for comments. The final revised version is attached to this TD. This contribution intends to clearly expose the differences between the three scenarios and the sets of limitations/assumptions for use of each them. 

This TD, 10bTD070 is now made available in the TISPAN#10bis document area and distributed to 3GPP SA3 to allow SA3 members to make contributions towards the analysis of coexistence of the NBA and EIS solutions. A discussion based on this TD and any other contributions regarding the security analysis of the issues is planned for the joint meeting between TISPAN WG7 and 3GPP SA3 in Athens on April 5th as explained in the ToR for the joint meeting (10TD224r1).
