Introduction 

SA3 would like to thank TISPAN WG7 for their liaison 11tTD346r1 (S3-060759) and for the opportunity to review the scope of TISPAN work on media security as outlined in Draft ETSI TR 187 007 “Feasibility study on media security”.

SA3 notes TISPAN’s definition of media security as the  “capability to securely transport interactive, voice and/or video (including conferencing scenarios) or other multimedia conversational data (including text based) in the user plane of an (IMS-based or non-IMS based) Next Generation Network” and also sees the potential for joint work on the IMS based components and services aspects, as SA3 has a similar work item for IMS. 

This could be considered as ongoing TISPAN R2/3GPP R8 work within the “IMS security extensions” work item, which has been used for TISPAN R1 motivated SA3 work on NAT transversal and for “Coexistence between TISPAN and 3GPP authentication schemes”.  

SA3 has reviewed the contents pages of the TR 187 007 and agree that it covers those aspects that SA3 would consider important in the study.    

With regard to the 3GPP work on media security, in S3-060723, an initial set of 3GPP requirements on media security was agreed.

Potential for Joint work 

A clear division of responsibility must be agreed, so as not to unnecessary duplicate work. A possible aim would be the development of a single specification for the IMS media security aspects that both TISPAN and SA3 could then refer to in their respective security architectural specifications.
