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SA3 thanks MSF Protocol and Control & Working Group for their LS where the MSF kindly requested 3GPP SA3 to review the draft Implementation Agreement (IA) and to provide feedback and guidance that the content is correct and that the draft IA is aligned with the work that 3GPP SA3 has been developing.
SA3 noted the following in the list of principles defined by the MSF: 
· In some cases, in particular for wireline networks, even IMS UEs will need to use pre-IMS registration procedures. Therefore this IA includes an option for pre-IMS registration. 

· Registration procedures for 3GPP Release 8 are reasonably stable, but technically they are still open. Therefore there is no authoritative document we can point to (yet), and we will have to duplicate the appropriate text in this IA. If changes are introduced in 3GPP, we will track those to the extent it is practical, but we also recognize that at some point soon we will need to take a snapshot and test to that. 

· In the longer term, most of this IA should be replaced with a simple reference to the relevant 3GPP R8 documents. 

SA3 would like to inform the MSF that their work on adding registration and authentication required by wireline [ETSI TISPAN and CableLabs ] networks in R8, specifically for early terminal implementations, will be complete by the June 2008 SA3 plenary, resulting in enhancements to 3GPP TS33.203. 
The following mechanisms are now specified: 
· IMS AKA without NAT traversal is specified in the main body of TS33.203
· IMS AKA with NAT traversal is specified in Annex M of TS33.203

· SIP Digest without TLS is specified in Annex N of TS33.203

· SIP Digest with TLS is specified in Annexes N and O of TS33.203 

· NASS-IMS-bundled authentication- moved from TISPAN specifications to a new annex of TS33.203

· Early IMS security is now specified in a new TS 33.178

Also included in TS33.203, is a new annex containing co-existence rules for where core network entities may have to handle registration messages differently depending on which authentication scheme (including Early IMS) is used. These rules are important to ensure that a single IMS core network can be used to support different access networks using different authentication schemes.

Since this work was completed jointly with ETSI TISPAN and CableLabs it is assumed that this covers your requirements for “Pre-IMS Registration (SIP Digest Support for pre-IMS UE, TLS Support for pre-IMS UE) and “NAT traversal for signaling messages” but SA3 would welcome confirmation of this from the MSF Technical Committee and on SA3’s observation of the need for alignment in terminology used by the MSF in the table of contents and 3GPP/TISPAN/CableLabs to describe these features.
