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Dear SA3,

I am pleased to report that no major drawbacks were encountered with our submissions at the SA#39 plenary meeting in Puerto Vallarta, Mexico, 10-13 March 2008. The main points with impact to SA3 are listed in the following:

1. All of our proposed CR’s were approved. Some of them were modified because of formal shortcomings:
 - “Control key length increase in OTA de-personalisation message” against 22.022 (S3-080190) contained addition of “Note 2” while no “Note 1” existed in the same clause. See SP-080194 for the revised version of the CR. While implementing the change, Dionisio noticed that the first changed sentence was not any more a complete English sentence after the change. Dionisio promised to prepare a corrective CR for our SA3#51 meeting;

 -  “Co-existence of authentication schemes” against 33.203 (S3-080268) added new references in Annex P but did not contain respective changes in the “References” section. These were added in revised CR (SP-080211);
 - Cover pages of all SA3 LI CR’s were improved already before the meeting by Dionisio. They were approved then in the improved form (see SP-080171, 172, 173).

2. Our two WID’s were approved with hardly any discussions. For SAES WID (SP-080132) we finally got real numbers for our two TS’s: 33.abc is now 33.401 and 33.xyz is now 33.402. For the GBA push WID (SP-080133) we got a real number for the “Generic push layer” TS: 33.xxx is now 33.224.
3. Two out of our three TS’s that were for information caused some discussion and also actions were created for us on these two. 
 - For the TS 33.178 “Security aspects of early IMS”, the SA#39 decided to take a route that was not in line with our plans in SA3: we were asked to split the stage 3 material out from the TS. We have now coordinate this carefully with the CT groups;

 - For the TS 33.402 “SAE: Security aspects for non-3GPP accesses” we were asked to clarify the use of the term “USIM” in TS 33.402 and to define the Scope of the TS before bringing for approval. An LS was sent to 3GPP2 about the existence of 33.402 in SP-080222.
4. Lots of discussions were again devoted in the SAE/LTE area on how to handle functionalities that were not identified as essential in an earlier SA plenary meeting. As a result, the list of “non-essential” SAE/LTE features for Release 8 was significantly shortened for the purpose of being able to specify at least some of these “non-essential” features before the June deadline. An LS on this matter was sent to all WG’s, including us (see SP-080218).  
5. I reported our agreed way forward with the proposed 3GPP2-related Common IMS CR’s. No questions were raised on this issue. See SP-080220 for the updated WID on this subject.  
6. Issues of interest in SA1 area:

- SA1 was granted an exception to still continue work for Release 8 on network selection with non-3GPP systems and 3GPP2 input on Common IMS;

- TS 22.168 for “Earthquake and Tsunami Warning System (ETWS) requirements” was approved (SP-080185);
- A few home (e)Node B –related CR’s were approved (SP-080034, SP-080188). The RAN chairman reported that RAN2 may have issues with SP-080188.
7. Issues of interest in SA2 area:

 - SA2 was advised to bring their SAE related TR for approval although the content is partially out-dated. They need to add a clear disclaimer into the TR to address this. It is possible that similar advise would be given to us as well; 
 - SA2 had added “security function descriptions” to their TS 23.401 “GPRS enhancements for E-UTRAN access” (CR in SP-080118);
 - SA2 had a new WID (SP-080092) on “IMS Service Continuity” with a detailed description of “security aspects”;
8. Issues of interest in SA4 area:

 - They had a new WID “IMS initiated and controlled PSS and MBMS User Service” (SP-080201) with a hint for needed CR’s in 33.246.
9. Issues of interest in CT area (slide 6 in SP-080153):
 - A release 6 CR had been approved for addition of “insufficient memory” error code for MBMS security procedures on the USIM.
10. The target completeness date for the SAE/LTE (including all of stage 3) is (still) December 2008. The target completeness date of Release 8 is (still) identical to the SAE/LTE date. Stage 1 is already frozen with the above mentioned exceptions. The target date for stage 2 is (still) June 2008.
