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1 Introduction

SA #39 has provided the guidance that stage 3 details of early IMS need to be included in appropriate stage 3 specifications. Contribution S3-080354 submitted to this meeting provides guidance on which parts of the current early IMS draft TS would need to be removed and implemented in stage 3 specifications. 

2 Proposal

It is proposed to send an LS to CT1 and CT4, and ask these groups to implement stage 3 of early IMS security in appropriate stage 3 specifications. It is further proposed to attach S3-080354 to the LS, as a guidance on which parts of the current draft early IMS security TS contain stage 3 details.
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1. Overall Description:

As part of Common IMS, it has been decided that the early IMS security procedures defined in TR 33.978 need to be moved to a TS in rel-8 time frame. SA #39 has provided the guidance that stage 3 details should be transferred to relevant stage 3 specifications. The document attached indicate with editor’s notes which sections of the current draft TS include stage 3 details that need to be implemented in stage 3 specifications.
The initial analysis in SA3 suggests that the following parts would be in the scope of CT4.

· Clause 6.2.1

· Clause 6.2.4

· Clause 6.2.5

· Clause 6.3, starting from the sentence “The UDR and UDA commands, when implemented to support Early IMS Security, follow the description in clause 6.1.1 of TS 29.328 [15], with the following exceptions:”

The following parts would be in the scope of CT1:

· Clause 6.2.3

SA3 will continue working on stage 2 for the upcoming meetings, and will inform CT1 and CT4 about any potential further impacts of that work on stage 3 specifications.

2. Actions:

To CT1 and CT4 groups.

ACTION: 
SA3 asks CT1 and CT4 to implement stage 3 of early IMS security in appropriate stage 3 specifications. SA3 asks CT1 and CT4 to keep SA3 up to date on progress of the specification work, so that SA3 can remove the corresponding sections from the draft stage 2 TS once stage 3 details are specified in stage 3 specifications.
