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Dear SA3,

I am happy to inform you that the SA#45 plenary meeting (Seville, 21-24 September 2009) was favourable on our submissions. The main points with impact to SA3 are listed in the following:

1. All of our proposed CRs were approved as such. This has not happened for a long time – either we have improved or SA people are getting sloppier, let us hope it is the former.
2. Our only proposed WID (about Rel-9 lawful interception, SP-090532) was also approved. However, we got an Action Point to improve the WID for December meeting: completion dates for specification work, to correct the WI Leadership to SA WG3 and check the supporting companies; in particular, verify all are 3GPP Member Companies. This AP should be forwarded to SA3-LI.
3. The two TSs we submitted for approval (TS 33.224 for Generic push layer and TS 55.226 for A5/4 and GEA4) were approved without much discussion. For the latter, offline discussions are still needed to find out what is eventually best way to publish the specification (remember that respective spec for A5/3 and GEA3 contains only pointers to the actual detailed specifications of the algorithms on the GSMA site). The TSs and TRs we had submitted for information (TS 33.328, TR 33.828 for media security, TS 33.320 for H(e)NB security, TR 33.924 for identity management) did not induce much discussion either but they were taken into account when deciding on exceptions (see next point).
4. We got all of our exception requests approved for continuing stage 2 work for Rel-9: Lawful interception, IMS media plane security, NDS enhancements for backhaul security, Home (e)NB security, Extended Identity Management. All exceptions are until December plenary at which time we are supposed to have stage 2 fully stabilized (in order to allow stage 3 to also stabilize at latest March of 2010). For IMS media plane security, based on two reply LSs from CT1 and CT4, it was decided that another check would still be done in December to decide whether the whole feature or a part of it can indeed fit into Rel-9. To ensure smooth progress in CT groups, we should try to give good answers to their questions already from the ad hoc meeting next week.
5. In addition to the exceptions, I asked explicit permission to bring category “C” CRs for 33.224 still in December. Our recent email discussion did not foresee any impacts to stage 3 specifications in other WGs and, therefore, there was no need for a proper Rel-9 exception.

6. The budget proposal for EEA3/EIA3 external evaluation work was endorsed by SA.

7. SA#45 endorsed our agreement with TR-45 to terminate the joint control of AKA specifications. This implies we have now full control of changes to the AKA relevant clauses in TS 33.102 while it is sufficient that TR-45 is kept informed of these in an informal manner.

8. SA#45 endorsed also our decision to stop the study on “Protection on SMS and MMS spam”.
9. Issues of interest in SA1 area:

 - TS 22.368 “Network Improvements for Machine Type Communications” (SP-090487) submitted for information, including some material on security;

 - WID for “H(e)NB enhancements” was approved (SP-090472) with a pointer to needed security considerations: “Security aspects of H(e)NBs in general and for usage within an enterprise need to be considered for the functionalities listed in the Objective section of the WID”;
 - SID for “IMS based Peer-to-Peer Content Distribution Services” (SP-090491) was approved with the following text in security aspects section: “The content may be transmitted between users, and users can download the content segments from each other, which might bring new security issues.  So the security impacts need to be studied. In case content is protected by copyrights, content may only be released for use when certain conditions are satisfied, e.g. paying royalties.”

10. Issues of interest in SA2 area:

- WID for “IP-SM-GW enhancements for CPM-SMS Interworking” (SP-090615) was approved with a pointer to some needed security considerations;
- The consolidated version of WID on “Local IP Access and Selected IP Traffic Offload” was approved (SP-090618). Please note that a new abbreviation SIPTO had been created for the latter part (first being still LIPA);
- SA2 did not ask any Rel-9 exceptions, putting thus even more pressure on us to complete our unfinished stage 2 work for Rel-9.

11. Issues of interest in SA4 area:

 - A CR to TS 26.237 ("IMS Initiated and controlled PSS and MBMS User Services”) for “Corrections and clarifications to security procedures” was approved (SP-090563);
12. Issues of interest in CT area:

 - On the topic of “protection of the allowed CSG list”, CT1 was already expecting (based on our LS from Seattle meeting I guess) some CRs from us to SA#45. Because no SA3 CRs were submitted for approval, CT1 CRs were also postponed at CT plenary. I promised we would finalize our part soon in order to have both stage 2 and stage 3 necessary CRs approved in December plenary meetings. 
13. Issues of interest in GERAN area:

 - GERAN2 has discussed the topic of inter-RAT PS handovers, and an LS has been sent to SA3 (and RAN2).
14. A reply LS was sent to ETSI TC M2M (SP-090674) who try to address an EU mandate on smart metering. The LS reads, among other things, that “other 3GPP groups (3GPP SA WG3, WG5 and 3GPP CT WG6) may also start soon normative work in this area”.
15. Stage 3 of Release 9 is still expected to be completed by the end of 2009. Any Rel-9 stage 3 work that is not finished by December 2009 needs an exception sheet. Release 10 schedules were also discussed again and target dates were agreed as follows: March 2010 for stage 1 freezing, September 2010 for stage 2 freezing and March 2011 for stage 3 freezing. The biggest single factor affecting these dates is the need to have a 3GPP submission ready for ITU-R IMT-Advanced in February 2011.
