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1. Overall Description:

The stage 3 WID on the Support for IMS Emergency Calls over GPRS and EPS was approved in CP-090564 (updated in CP#45, 09/2009) and currently mentions under “Objectives”:

“Specify the EPS functionality needed to support IMS emergency call handovers between 3GPP and non-3GPP access. 

(Note: Access network specific impacts for a UE to attach to the non-3GPP access network for emergency calling are out of scope of 3GPP).”

Identical text is found in the stage 2 WID in SP-080844. CT1 envisage that such stage 3 work would necessarily impact TS 24.302 and in the CT1 WID, CT1 noted the following impacts to TS 24.302:

“Impacts on connection to EPS core network including security procedures for trusted access networks, and security for untrusted access networks.”

CT1 has discussed necessary steps to complete stage 3 functionality for the support of IMS emergency sessions in non-3GPP access. However, CT1  observed that the corresponding stage 2 requirements (expected in TS 23.402) appear insufficient for CT1 to complete stage 3. E.g. the following details seem to be missing in TS 23.402:

1) procedural description in handover flows in clause 8 (i.e. handover attach indication);
2) details on restrictions regarding multiple PDNs;
3) specific guidance how to handle mobility and access restrictions specifically for non-3GPP accesses;

4) if and how a UE could know about emergency session support in a non-3GPP access.    
CT1 thus request guidance from SA2 to allow CT1 to complete the required stage 3 work. 
2. Actions:

To 3GPP TSG SA WG2 group.

ACTION: 
3GPP SA2 is kindly asked to provide the detailed stage 2 status of IMS emergency session support in non-3GPP access for completing stage 3 work for Release 9.
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
