Summary

ETSI TISPAN WG7 (NGN Security) has identified interest in a standardized solution for “Application Layer Protection for customer devices without a UICC” in the context of Next Generation Networks Release 3. Such a solution has architectural as well as security protocol dimensions and should integrate well with the existing infrastructure.

Neither the architectural aspects nor the security protocols have been agreed at present, and several principle possibilities exist, either by re-using existing concepts and techniques (with possible adaptations and/or enhancements/extensions as necessary), or new solutions may have to be engineered. In recognizing this situation, TISPAN WG7 therefore is about to launch a new work item (see attachment FYI), that aims to conduct a feasibility study (TR) upon the various candidate solutions and options.
We are aware of that 3GPP SA3 is responsible for IMS security and has been working on SSO solutions in the past. TISPAN believes that it is important that 3GPP SA3 and TISPAN WG7 closely work together on this topic.

TISPAN WG7 kindly seeks coordination and collaboration with 3GPP SA3 on this matter and asks 3GPP SA 3 to inform TISPAN WG7 of its activities in this area..
