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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank SA3 for the LS in S3-101422 on review of MDT design and reply LS on Security Issues with Logged MDT. RAN2 has discussed the issues mentioned and concluded that some clarifications are needed for further progress. 

RAN2 would like to point out that for MDT, the intention is not to link MDT collected measurements with personal information e.g. IMSI/IMEI. A possible exception could be when signaling based trace MDT and UE selection based on IMSI/IMEI are used e.g. for customer complaint troubleshooting, that assumes explicit user consent. 
It is the understanding of RAN2 that the RAN and the UE delivers logs to the OAM domain only identified by trace identities (trace reference and trace recording reference).  
Question 1: 
Is the non-presence of UE/user identity with the measurements sufficient to address privacy and security issues highlighted by SA3?
In case user notification and user consent are still deemed necessary, RAN2 also asks the questions following below. 

It is also the understanding of RAN2 that the privacy issues mentioned by SA3 are limited to the collection of location information associated to UE/user identity. RAN2 would like to point out that, with this respect, in addition to the existing RRM measurements (which can be used to get an estimate or user location), MDT is introducing the collection of detailed location information, i.e. geographical coordinates, when e.g. a GNSS receiver is present and activated in the UE.
Question 2: 
Does user notification and user consent apply only when detailed location information is collected? 

Question 3: 
For cases when users have given prior consent, e.g. at subscription phase, is there a requirement to inform the user of the start of MDT measurement collection and should there be a possibility for the user to abort the MDT measurement collection/reporting?.
