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1. Overall Description:

At CT1#70, CT1 discussed the extended wait timer that can be requested by AS to be run in NAS. The CT1 solution is to re-use the NAS timer used as mobility management back-off timer when a mobility management reject message is received and start it with the extended wait time provided by AS.
As pointed out by SA3 in LS (S3-101399) it is recommended to avoid very large timer values if the requested timer value is sent unprotected. For the NAS requested mobility management back-off timer CT1 has chosen to let the UE use a value from a default range of 15-30 minutes if the request was received without security protection.

CT1 understands that the extended wait timer always will be sent without security protection, and would prefer that the maximum value of the extended wait timer requested by AS is aligned with the maximum value of the NAS requested mobility management back-off timer, i.e. 30 minutes.
CT1 would therefore like to ask RAN2 whether a maximum value of 30 minutes for the extended wait timer can be accepted by RAN2?

If yes, then CT1 kindly asks RAN2 to ensure that AS will not request NAS to run the extended wait timer with a larger value than 30 minutes.
