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Abstract of the contribution:

This contribution gave a general description of public evaluation status and propose way forward for EEA3/EIA3.
1 Introduction
SA3#55 approved the WID of EEA3/EIA3 algorithm.  SA3#62 agreed to make a decision on whether the 35-series specifications can be sent for SA approval in SA3#64. This contribution just give a general description of public evaluation and propose way forward for the next step of EEA3/EIA3.
2 Public Evaluation Status

The public evaluation began from June 2010 just after internal evaluation in ETSI SAGE and external evaluation from two teams of two famous crypto universities. Please note that both internal and external evaluations are given positive feedbacks.
Much essential work has been done for public evaluation during this period:

· Built ZUC websites and answer the questions, i.e. ZUC official website and ZUC forum .
· Announced EEA3/EIA3 on the website, i.e. GSMA website, IACR website, CCSA website, Crypto 2010, and CASC 2010.
· Held the first international ZUC Workshop in December 2010 and many Crypto experts attended and submitted papers.
· Held the second international ZUC Workshop in June 2011 and also many Crypto experts attended and submitted papers.

CATR submitted a contribution S3-101006 to share ZUC public evaluation information in SA3#60adhoc.  DACAS and ETSI SAGE chair Steve did very hard work on EEA3 and EIA3 and did minor modification of ZUC for EEA3/EIA3 in January 2011 according to the feedback of first international ZUC Workshop. Also, 35 series revised specifications have been sent out before SA3#62. A LS S3-110006 was sent to SA3#62 from ETSI SAGE to recommend that another period of public evaluation is allowed.Now the second international ZUC Workshop has been hold in June 2011. The new EEA3/EIA3 algorithm has been given high judgement. A LS S3-110634 was sent to SA3#64 from ETSI SAGE to recommend that the new algorithms can be accepted into the standards.
3  Proposal

So we kindly propose to make a decision on 35 series specifications and agree to send them to SA#57 plenary for approval.
