	1) The existing text on initiation of bootstrapping does not allow the inclusion of GBA-related information in the first request if the UE “does not know if the NAF requires the use of shared keys obtained by means of the GBA”.
There is no reason that the UE should not be allowed to insert GBA-related information, even if it is not sure about the application of GBA authentication to the intended communication.

Thus the strict wording with “shall” is changed to “may”, which gives the UE the choice to either include or not include GBA-related parameters in the first request, even if it is not sure if GBA-based authentication will be used.

2) The reference to stage 3 specifications for Ua details is removed in all occurences, as there are also stage 2 specifications (e.g. TS 33.222) giving details for Ua interface. And these details in TS 33.222 contradict the text in 33.220.
3) In addition, the text in clause I.5.1 was replaced by a reference to clause 4.5.1, similar to what was done earlier for clause 5.3.1 on GBA_U. The reason is that clause I.5.1 contains exactly the same text as clause 4.5.1.

4) The text on initiation of bootstrapping for GBA_Digest also needs to be adapted.
