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Abstract of document:

Rel-9 MEDIASEC work resulted in the specification of solutions for media protection over the access network (e2m) and peer-to-peer (e2e) TS 33.328. For the peer-to-peer (e2e) media plane security, two solutions were standardized

1.
A media security solution to satisfy major user categories.

2.
A media security solution providing high quality end-to-end media security for important user groups like enterprises, National Security and Public Safety (NSPS) organizations and different government authorities. 

However, the solutions do not cope with a number of requirements and relevant use cases of which many are discussed in TR 33.828. Solutions for use cases like conference (group) calls, protection of non-RTP media, deferred delivery, video/media on demand, AS-terminated media security and transcoder functionality described in TR 33.828 and some widely used use cases like recording of protected media, communication diversion,  and single radio voice call continuity (SRVCC) have not been addressed. It was therefore desirable to continue to study and develop solutions for these use cases and to evaluate which normative standardization work that is needed.
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
