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Summary of the discussions and merge:

During the evening session we reviewed S3-130392 and S3-130469 (comments) for clarification and potential merging to save meeting time. 

The discussion on definition of “network product” triggered very active discussions and brought into relief that the definition of “network product class” might need to be changed at the same time to be consistent. There were discussions on avoiding circular definitions and on dependancies/inheritance between the definition of network product and the definition of network product class.

BT made a comment that if we define a “network product class” as “a set of network product from different vendors” there will be a problem as for some network product classes, there might be, at a given point in time, a single vendor implementing this network product class.
Orange commented that avoiding using the word “node” should be preferred. Vodafone proposed to have the word “generic” removed from the “network product class” current definition.
There was discussion on the “3GPP defined functionalites” wording that is in the current definition of “network product class”. 
TI would like to include a concrete example of a “network product” and of a “network product class” at the end of the definitions once these are agreed by SA3.
Conclusion and proposal:
We propose SA3 to review the merge contribution instead of the two original contributions and to consider the pCR below for discussion and inclusion into the TR.
