1. Overall Description:
SA3 kindly thanks SA2 and CT1 for their feedback and has taken the information in the LSs into account.

SA3 believes that the guidance from SA2 has been taken into account.

SA3 has updated the SA3 WID by adding affected specifications. SA3 has also implemented the feedback from SA2 and made normative specifications in TS 33.402 and 33.203 that are under SA3 control. The approved CRs are attached. As CT1 stated in the reply-LS (C1-130773) that CT1 will take care of stage 3, SA3 has only specified stage 2.

SA3 feels that TS 33.402 and 33.203 now contain sufficient information for CT1 to plan stage 3 work and write a WID.

SA3 would like to inform SA2 and SA1 that SA3 has preliminary concluded that a solution for firewall traversal for trusted non-3GPP access as defined in TS 33.402 would meet with technical and deployment difficulties as the elements in the non-3GPP access network would also be likely to be affected.
