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1. Introduction
This document contains information about the TSG SA #62 outcome on SA3 submissions, and information on SA discussions and issues relevant for SA3 work.

2. SA #62 Outcome on SA3 Submissions

All our CRs were approved without modifications.
All of our exception sheets were approved. The exception for working on the security aspects of WLAN Network Selection for 3GPP was granted until March 2014, instead of until June 2014 as proposed by the SA3 agreed exception. The reason for this was that there are no dependencies to SA2 in this area. If we want to continue with the WLAN Network Selection work until June, we need to submit another exception sheet to SA #63 in March. Regarding the exceptions granted until June 2014, SA #62 requested that the SA3 report to SA #63 should provide detailed information on the status on the work (what has been done and what is left).
Our revision of the WID for Web Real Time Communication (WebRTC) was modified to align the completion dates for the normative work (for 33.203, 33.238) with the dates in the approved exception sheet. The final revision was approved in SP-130707.

Our revised WID on Proximity based Services was in principle approved without modifications. It was however merged with a company contribution that proposed to add a TS number for SA2. The final revised WID was approved in SP-130715. The SA3 TR number for ProSe is 33.833.
Our new WID on Specification of the TUAK algorithm set was approved in SP-130647. The TSs were slightly modified by a change to the title and by adding TS numbers. The TSs were approved in SP-130723, SP-130724 and SP-130725. The TS numbers allocated are: 35.231, 35.232 and 35.233.
Our new WID on Security Assurance Specification for 3GPP Network Products was approved with modifications. The Stage 2 and Stage 3 boxes were ticked, the acronym SAS was replaced by SCAS, and some other editorial changes were made based on MCC feedback. Also TR and TS numbers were given (TR 33.806, TR 33.916, TS 33.116). The updated WID was approved in SP-130717.
3. SA #62 Outcome on SA3-LI Submissions

All CRs were approved without modifications.
The revised WID proposal on “Lawful Interception Rel-12” was approved in SP-130650. 
4. Small Cell Enhancements

There was discussion on small cell enhancements at SA. This was based on an LS from RAN (SP-130695). The LS informs that RAN has approved a new work item on Dual Connectivity for LTE. The work item, attached in the LS, is for Rel-12. The LS reply from SA in SP-130720 includes the following action for SA3:
“SA requests that SA3 prepare a reply LS, to be considered at RAN#63 / SA#63 / RAN2#85 / RAN3#83 that includes a summary of potential impacts implied by the solutions identified by RAN.”

Our reply LS to SA can be based on the LS we sent to RAN2 (Cc: RAN3, CT1, SA2) from SA3 #73 in S3-131117. The analysis could be enhanced based any feedback to our questions to RAN2.
5. Proximity-based Services (ProSe)
The SA2 TR on ProSe was submitted for information in SP-130544. In addition to the SA3 exception,
SA2 was granted an exception to continue with Prose work until March 2014 (SP-130549).

RAN sent and LS to SA3, SA3-LI and SA2 (Cc: RAN1, RAN2, RAN3, SA, SA1) on LS on ProSe Lawful Interception. The LS can be found in SP-130696.

6. GCSE
The SA2 TR on GCSE was submitted for information in SP-130545. In addition to the SA3 exception,

SA2 was granted an exception to continue with GCSE work until March 2014 (SP-130553).
7. MTCe

The SA2 TR on MTCe was submitted for information in SP-130548. No exception was asked by SA2 for this area.
8. WebRTC

The SA2 TR on WebRTC was approved in SP-130544. In addition to the SA3 exception,

SA2 was granted an exception to continue with WebRTC work until March 2014 (SP-130551).
9. Approved WIDs with Security Aspects
SA1 submitted a new WID on “Mission Critical Push To Talk over LTE”. The security aspects section states: “Security aspects will be identified”. The new WID was approved in SP-130728.

SA1 submitted a new SID on “Study on Flexible Mobile Service Steering”. The security aspects section states: “Security aspects will be covered by SA3”. The new WID was approved in SP-130597.
SA1 submitted a new SID on “Enhanced Calling Information Presentation”. The security aspects section states: “Security aspects related to authenticity of personal information and its impact on the service provider would need to be considered”. The new WID was approved in SP-130598.
SA1 submitted a new SID on “Multimedia Broadcast Supplement for PWS”. The security aspects section states: “To be addressed with SA WG3”. The new WID was approved in SP-130599.
SA1 submitted a revised WID on “Study on Isolated E-UTRAN Operation for Public Safety”. The security aspects section states: “To be addressed with SA WG3”. The revised WID was approved in SP-130596.

SA5 submitted a new WID on “OAM aspects of Network Sharing”. The security aspects section states: “There can be potential impact and the nature of the impact will be determined during the course of the work”. The new WID was approved in SP-130607.

10. Release Planning
SA agreed that Rel-12 Stage 2 is considered frozen at SA #62, with the exceptions granted at the meeting. SA2 was also asked to concentrate on completing the work on the agreed exceptions in their forthcoming meetings. We should align accordingly and prioritize work on Rel-12 features, especially on the system-wide features.
SA agreed to set the Rel-13 Stage 1 freeze date as 09/2014.

These tentative freeze are to be reconfirmed at future SA meetings.
