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Abstract of the contribution: This paper discusses the need for GCSE AS to indicate BM-SC to switch off the MBMS security when MBMS is used for GCSE transport.
1 Introduction 
For GCSE way forward, after email discussions it is captured in  S3-140617 that:  “The majority agreed that MBMS security should not be considered in Rel-12. Note, when MBMS is used for delivery of GCSE data, MBMS security is disabled. “
To turn off the MBMS security, the BM-SC may need a specific indication from the GCSE AS. 

It is suggested to inform the CT3 group via an LS about the SA3 decision not to re-use the MBMS security in R12 and implement methods to turn off MBMS security in BM-SC.
