1. Introduction
This document contains information about the TSG SA#65 outcome on SA3 submissions, and information on SA discussions and issues relevant for SA3 work.

The SA3 status report to SA #65 (SP-140572) is attached. 

2. SA #65 Outcome on SA3 Submissions

The reason for change of CR SP-140592 (SA3# S3-142343) “Introduction of WLCP security” was modified based on comments and approved as SP-140636. Besides that all CRs were approved without modification.
SA3 TRs 33.831, 33.871 and 33.969 were approved. We have the action to check all references in TR 33.871, it was noticed that reference [7] was incorrectly used for RFC 5929.
All SA3 WIDs were approved. Necessity of a separate study item on ProSe was questioned; the WID was approved as a new Rel.-13 study item in SP-140629. SA3 WID on Enhancements to WEBRTC interoperability was merged with SA1 WID, available as SP-140630.
3. SA #65 Outcome on SA3-LI Submissions

All CRs were approved without modification. 
The revised WID proposal on “Lawful Interception Rel-13” was approved in SP-140578.
4. MCPTT

Several documents were presented on Mission Critical Push To Talk (MCPTT). The discussion was mainly centered around the location of a group that would work on MCPTT aspects. As a conclusion it was agreed to form a new working group, SA6, of which Mr. A. Howell (U.K. Home Office) will serve as the Convenor. The group is expected to be operational from January 2015, see LS in SP-140640.
5. Approved WIDs with Security Aspects
Approved WID and security aspects are listed below, see the given WID for further details.
SP-140513 New WID on Enhanced Calling Information Presentation (ECIP) based on FS_ECIP was approved. Under security aspects the WID says that “Access to the stored call information should be secure”.
SP-140514 New WID on GERAN UTRAN Sharing Enhancements (GUSH). Security aspects of the WID says “RAN Sharing Enhancements shall not negatively affect security or privacy of sharing networks or subscribers”.

SP-140437 New Study WID on Optimizations to Support High Latency Communications. Security aspects says that “Based on the conclusion leading to normative work any necessary normative security analysis will be undertaken by SA3 with support from SA2”.

6. Release Planning and Other Aspects
It was agreed that Rel-12 Stage 3 is now functionally frozen; functional changes can now only be added for Work Items which have approved exceptions for Rel‑12. Similarly release 13 Stage 1 is now functionally frozen; further Stage 1 requirements can now only be added for Work Items which have approved exception for Rel‑13. Release 13 Stage 2 (June 2015) and Stage 3 (December 2015) freeze dates will be reviewed in December SA plenary meeting. Rel-14 Stage 1 normative work will start from Q1 2015. Further details can be found in SP‑140641 and related notes in meeting minutes.
All releases upto Rel-7 are now closed, see SP‑140443.
A new system of registration, badges and confirmation of presence to meeting is developed, see SP‑140444.
