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Abstract of the contribution: The contribution proposes to discuss the considerations on privacy guideline design.
1 Introduction

In current TR 33.849, although there some privacy guidelines for operators and vendors respectively, according to the telecommunications technologies developing and network architecture/deployment evolving, new services paradigms and relevant service providers are bring into 3GPP system, the privacy guidelines are need to be improved corresponding. Consequently, the new elements/categories for privacy guidelines need to be considered include into TR 33.849.
2 Analysis
According to the telecommunications technologies developing and network architecture and deployment/implementation evolving, currently or in the very near future they will impact the study and standardization of 3GPP system, for example:
· New services paradigm
It is based on the 3GPP network and features to develop new applications, e.g.

· Group Communication Service Enabler for LTE (GCSE_LTE)
· Proximity-based Services (ProSe)
· Machine type communication (MTC)

· New network architecture 

The new communication technologies may make the network architecture changes, e.g. 
· 5G
· New network deployment/implementation/management
It relates to bring new technologies into network deployment, implementation and management, e.g.
· NFV
· SDN

· Big data analysis for network management

· New business model

According to the telecommunication industry developing also with the challenges from OTT, the new business models are emerging, e.g.

· Virtual-operator for communication services

· Traffic management strategy for the traditional operator

· Telecommunication capability open for the traditional operator (related to AESE)
According to the above analysis, new services paradigms and relevant service providers are bring into 3GPP system, consequently the privacy guidelines are need to be improved corresponding. 

3 Proposals
In this part, it proposed the considerations of categorized privacy guidelines for the further SPI study. It may need to consider about follows.
(1) Privacy guidelines for the 3rd party services provider

It will include privacy guidelines for the 3rd party services provider who uses the 3GPP network to offer new services.
(2) Privacy guidelines for network management
It will describe the guidelines for the operators, vendors, and the 3rd party people for network management.
It is suggested that the proposals are discussed by SA3 and decide whether the proposals are accepted or not. It will help to speed up this study item and guide to provide pCRs for the next meeting.
