In key issue 7.2 of [1] an incorrect, cyclic reference is pointing to itself in clause 5.7.3.3.2.
From reading the entire Security Area 7 we conclude that this clause intends to point to the security and privacy threats of the previous key issue 7.1. Accordingly this pCR proposes to correct the reference to point to the respective clause of the previous Key Issue.
