Discussion

According to the LS from SA1, there is a need for some V2X applications to provide UE privacy from the MNO. Meeting this requirement requires both keeping the UE attached for short periods of time, and using different identities in each attach, in order that the UE may not be tracked over different attaches. For the first issue, solution 6.5 provides a method of causing the UE to re-attach periodically.  For the second issue, solution 6.9 solves this problem with the overall least impact while. Hence it is proposed that these solutions are used as the basis for normative specification of V2X solutions.   
Proposal

It is proposed SA3 agree the following pCR for inclusion in TR 33.885.
