There are no solutions relating to Key Issue #1.13: Security Implications of Low Latency, nor were there, to our knowledge, any discussion papers. As far as there is some concrete text on use cases in the key issue description, these use cases are different from the eMBB use case envisaged for 5G phase 1. It is completely unclear from the key issue description how it should be determined whether proposed security procedures for phase 1 meet the latency requirements of this key issue or not. 

As SA3 needs to move ahead, it is suggested to make the assumption for 5G phase 1 that no security features need to be considered that are dedicated specifically to achieving lower latency.
