One problem that is not solved by any of the described solutions, is the risk of bidding down attacks (4G and below): If an attacker sets up a fake base station or its own network and then attracts 5G UEs to lower generations, privacy will be compromised. 

Thus, it needs to be carefully evaluated, whether the additional effort to protect privacy for 5G only is justified, if it is easily possible to get around it.
