Further, support for LI and recovery are not really a choice, rather they are mandatory for all solutions to be considered. We propose to slightliy modify the question so that an answer records SA3 decisions to be used in normative phase. We propose to mention the LI and recovery in the answer.

Shall 5G permanent subscription identifier privacy over-the-air be part of Phase 1?

It is agreed that a privacy preserving solution shall be specified for a 5G core network (both 3GPP and non-3GPP access). This implies that gNB and eLTE eNB shall be prepared to transport privacy enabled identifier. 
-
It is agreed that the solution chosen for the protection of permanent subscription identifier privacy over-the-air shall not impact emergency calls.

It is agreed that clear-text permanent subscription identifier shall be available to visited network in a way complaint to LI (ref. S3i170167).

Alternative proposal: "It is agreed to allow sending clear-text permanent subscription identifier only for emergency calls." 





Rationale for alternative proposal: There is no way for network (genuine or rouge) to trigger emergency call from UE or to force unauthenticated emergency calls. In other words, emergency calls are explicitly by UE or user of UE. So this case is not privacy sensitive. Further, in case of authenticated emergency call, IMSI will be protected as normal anyway.
