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1. Overall Description:

On the issue of LTE call redirection to GERAN, SA3 would like to confirm that Cell redirection messages to an idle UE could be secured using NAS security. Two solutions are feasible,

1) A new NAS response message to the UE protected with NAS security containing a redirection flag. The RRC connection release message to the UE with radio parameters can contain the NAS message.
 2) A NAS token created with UEs NAS context in the MME is sent to the eNB, eNB shall include the token in the RRC connection release message. 
In both mechanisms UE would be able to validate the redirection message as genuine and coming from the real MME, without establishing AS security. 

To help with network migration, SA3 agrees with the CT1 observation that UE could learn the network policy of cell redirection protection by different means, either through configuration or as a protected response during initial attach or during TAU procedure. 

2. Actions:

To RAN2, CT1 groups.

ACTION: 
SA3 requests RAN2 and CT1 to choose any one of the above security solution and inform SA3 for further security work.
