Rationale

In order to establish bearers to the network via a eRelay UE, an eRemote UE may have to perform an attach procedure. As a result, the eRemote may reveal its IMSI to the eRelay UE, for example, in case the eRemote UE was not yet assigned a GUTI or has lost it, the MME has lost the eRemote UE’s GUTI or the eRelay UE fools the eRemote UE into thinking that the network has lost the eRemote UE’s GUTI.

In this pCR we propose to include these concerns as a key issue into the TR so that SA3 can study the consequences and possible solutions.

If IMSI attach via eRemote UE is considered undesirable, two solutions are presently foreseen, but not yet proposed for inclusion into the TR, namely:

-
Attach with IMSI is forbidden when executed via eRemote UE;

Attach via eRemote UE reuses the privacy protection mechanism specified for 5G.
