It is proposed to replace all instances of terms used (ARPF, UDM/ARPF) with UDM in TS 33.501.

3	Rationale
· From security perspective, functionality defined for ARPF (clause 5.2.1.2 in TR 33.899 [2]) and UDM (clause 6.2.7 in TS 23.501 [3]) are same. 

· Currently, TS 23.501 [3] defines N13 as the interface between AUSF (Authentication Server Function) and UDM. ARPF term is not used in TS 23.501 and also its interface with AUSF is not specified in TS 33.501.

· TS 33.501 [1] uses UDM, UDM/ARPF, ARPF terms across the document, which refer to UDM as per system architecture in TS 23.501 [3]. 

Observation 1: Security function terminology in TS 33.501 [1] needs to be aligned with system architecture defined by SA2 in TS 23.501 [3] to avoid any misinterpretation.
4	Detailed proposal
To align with system architecture and security function definitions in TS 23.501 [3] and stay consistent (avoid any confusions) in security architecture and procedures in TS 33.501 [1], it is proposed to replace all instances of terms used (ARPF, UDM/ARPF) with UDM. 
SA3 is requested to consider this proposal and approve to replace all instances of terms used (ARPF, UDM/ARPF) with UDM in TS 33.501.
