At its last meeting SA3 has agreed on certain security principles for Release 15 regarding the notion of a Service Based Architecture (SBA). One core element was the inclusion of a network edge node for interworking with roaming partners and other 3rd parties, whose functional aspects are currently being defined.
In order to assure a secure and consistent solution for 5G, SA3 considers it beneficial to include said node, the Security Edge Protection Proxy (SEPP), as a mandatory element into the architecture description of SA2.
