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1. Overall Description:
SA3 thanks RAN2 for their LSs on the usage of user plane integrity protection for DRB (R2-1712051) and the maximum data rate of user plane integrity protected data (R2-1714125).

SA3 acknowledges the RAN2 need to limit the data rate of the user plane integrity protection for DRB.
SA3 discussed the following RAN2 question to SA3:
Does SA3 see any problem with the RAN2 agreed lowest possible value for the user plane integrity protected data rate?

SA3 answer:
SA3 does not see any problem with the RAN2 agreed lowest possible value for the user plane integrity protected data rate.

Some concerns were raised whether the RAN2 agreed lowest possible value is sufficient to support voice.

SA3 assumes that the UE capability considered for the maximum aggregate data rate for user plane integrity for DRBs will be forward compatible, in the sense that the UEs are allowed to signal support for values greater than the lowest possible value up to the maximum UE supported physical data rate.

SA3 would like to inform the following:
· In the case of gNB CU-DU split scenario, because integrity protection cannot be applied for all PDCP traffic, the use of IPsec may be needed for the user plane data over the F1 interface up to line rate of the F1 interface to provide integrity protection.
· Though the use of integrity protection for the user plane data is optional to use, it’s use is not limited to any specific use case. 
· The UE and gNB requirements on the support and usage of integrity protection are specified in clauses 5.1.3.1 and 5.2.3.1 of draft TS 33.501.
