Rationale

During the last meetings, several solutions to fulfil SUPI reporting to the SEAF, in case of SUCI used for requesting authentication vectors were described. Several are described in S3-180083. Further, during SA3-telco 12.2.2018 in preparation of SA3#90Bis meeting, several other proposals were presented and the extended solution by Nokia as provided in the ppt-attachment to this tdoc was discussed in an early version. 
The ppt provides also responses to arguments raised by companies during the call and offline and illustrates the integration of the Nokia solution in the 5G AKA protocol. 
A companion-pCR S3-180769 is provided that provides the details and also takes into account that the reporting of SUPI to the VPLMN shall only happen after 5G-ACA reports successful to SEAF.
It needs to be noted, if the pCR is excepted as the way forward, similar modifications are needed to the EAP-AKA’ clause.
