Rationale

Clause 6.12.1. “Subscription permanent identifier” is supposed to address the Subscriber permanent identifier SUPI, however, most of the current text talks about how the UE should handle SUCI. This whole text will be moved to clause 6.12.2 "Subscription concealed identifier". Thus, the following EN “Editor's note: Most of the content of the present clause is related to the SUCI. This conflicts with the title of the clause (that refers to SUPI)” will be deleted. 
In addition, an EN related to the discussion in TR33.899 is irrelevant and will be deleted.
With the merger, additions are proposed from S3-180764 and S3-180827.
Revision in 1010 merges input into this tdoc, that was originially proposed in S3-180968, but then moved here.

6.12.1
Subscription permanent identifier

In the 5G system, the globally unique 5G subscription permanent identifier is called SUPI as defined in 3GPP TS 23.501 [2]. 
The SUPI is privacy protected over-the-air by using the SUCI which is described in clause 6.12.2. Handling of SUPI shall be done according to the requirements specified in clause 5 and details provided in clause 6.12.2.

6.12.2
Subscription concealed identifier

The SUbscription Concealed Identifier, called SUCI, is a privacy preserving identifier containing the concealed SUPI. 
The UE shall generate a SUCI using a protection scheme (see Annex C) with the raw public key that was securely provisioned in control of the home network. 

The UE shall construct a scheme-input from the subscription identifier part of the SUPI, as specified by the protection scheme. The UE shall execute the protection scheme with the constructed scheme-input as input and take the output as the scheme-output.

The UE shall not conceal the home network identifier, e.g., Mobile Country Code (MCC) or Mobile Network Code (MNC).

The UE shall construct the SUCI consisting of the following data fields:

-
The protection scheme identifier that represents the null-scheme or a non null-scheme specified in Annex C or a protection scheme specified by the HPLMN.

-
The home network public key identifier that represents a public key provisioned by the HPLMN. In case of null-scheme being used, this data field shall be set to null.
-
The home network identifier.
-
The protection scheme-output that represents the output of a public key protection scheme specified in Annex C or a protection scheme specified by the HPLMN.
NOTE: 
The format of the SUPI protection scheme identifiers is defined in Annex C.X.  
NOTE:
The identifiers and the format of the scheme-output are defined by protection schemes in Annex C. 

Editor's Note: The freshness and randomness of the SUCI, that has been generated with other schemes than the null-scheme, are FFS. It may be that each of the schemes will take care of this issue, and no standard solution would be needed.
The UE shall include a SUCI only to the following 5G NAS messages:

-
If the UE is sending a Registration Request message of type "initial registration" to a PLMN for which the UE does not already have a 5G-GUTI, the UE shall include a SUCI to the Registration Request message, or
-
If the UE includes a 5G-GUTI when sending a Registration Request message of type "re-registration" to a PLMN and, in response, receives an Identity Request message, then the UE shall include a SUCI in the Identity Response message. 

The UE shall generate a SUCI using "null-scheme" only in the following cases:

-
if the UE is making an unauthenticated emergency session and it does not have a 5G-GUTI to the chosen PLMN, or 

-
if the home network has configured "null-scheme" to be used, or
- 
if the home network has not provisioned the public key needed to generate a SUCI.
