4.1
Introduction

REAR service mainly considers the security solutions for an eRemote UE with 3GPP subscription discoverying eRelay UE, accessing network via the eRelay UE and guaranteeing service continuity.
After accessing network via the eRelay UE, the eRemote UE can transfer CP signalling and UP data via the eRelay UE with the network.
For the aspect of guaranteeing service continuity, the eRemote UE supports path switch from direct communication path to indirect communication path, or vice-versa. When a set of eRemote UEs accessing network via the eRelay UE, thedocument supports intra-E-UTRAN handover for the eRelay UE. All of these scenarios guarantee service continuity.
