Overall description

CT1 thanks SA3 for their liaison statements on “LS on SoR mechanism” (S3-180998/ C1-182159).

CT1 has analysed the SA3 LS and recognized the SoR procedure needs to change to not use any messages used for authentication procedure to convey the priority list to the roaming UE.
However CT1 would like to take SA3 opinion, which of the below options are preferred by SA3, to give an indication to UE that “list of preferred PLMN/access technology combinations” will be sent to the UE:

A.
Use of parameter in authentication request to indicate the UE that the list of preferred PLMN/access technology combinations are provided to the UE during initial registration procedure, as described in step 4 below (See 3GPP TS 23.122 Annex C.1 step 4, as copied below). If parameter indicates “list of preferred PLMN/access technology combinations” is sent, but UE did not receive during initial registration procedure, the UE understands that VPLMN has removed the list.

The HPLMN UDM decides to provide the list of preferred PLMN/access technology combinations to the UE,based on operator policy, and then set an indication in an AV to indicate the UE that the list of preferred PLMN/access technology combinations are provided;

B.
Use of USIM configuration, if configured by HPLMN operator, indicates to UE that it has to expect the list of preferred PLMN/access technology combinations (or HPLMN indication that 'no change of the "Operator Controlled PLMN Selector with Access Technology" list stored in the UE is needed and thus no list of preferred PLMN/access technology combinations is provided') during initial registration procedure. If the USIM configuration indicates “list of preferred PLMN/access technology combinations (or HPLMN indication that 'no change of the "Operator Controlled PLMN Selector with Access Technology" list stored in the UE  is needed and thus no list of preferred PLMN/access technology combinations is provided') will be received by UE during initial registration procedure”, but UE did not receive either “list of preferred PLMN/access technology combinations” or the HPLMN indication that ‘no change of the "Operator Controlled PLMN Selector with Access Technology" list stored in the UE  is needed and thus no list of preferred PLMN/access technology combinations is provided’, the UE understands that VPLMN has removed the list.
CT1 would also like to inform SA3 that CT1 is updating the stage-2 flow to not use Nausf_UEAuthentication_Authenticate Request (from VPLMN AMF to HPLMN AUSF) to obtain the list of preferred PLMN/access technology combinations, but to use instead N8 Nudm_SDM_Get Request (from VLMN AMF to HPLMN UDM), as per the feedback received in SA2 LS S2-182723.
