ABBA parameter is provided to the UE from SEAF and shall be used as an input parameter for KAMF derivation. To support flexible set of security features ABBA parameter is defined when security features change. The length of the ABBA parameter shall be 16bit.

The SEAF shall set the ABBA parameter to 0x0000. The UE shall use the ABBA parameter provided by the SEAF in the calculation of KAMF.
