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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 discussed the UE identity used to calculate the Paging Occasion in NR (TS 38.304):

UE_ID: IMSI mod 1024
RAN2 acknowledged that if it is possible to an attacker to page the UE and observe in which Paging Occasion the UE responds to paging message, the attacker may derive part (but not the whole) of IMSI of the user.
RAN2 would like to ask SA3 whether using the IMSI poses a potential security (privacy) risk.
