Interfaces based on DIAMETER or GTP
This clause applies to all DIAMETER or GTP-based interfaces between the 5G Core and other network entities that are not part of the 5G System. These includes the Rx interface between the PCF and the IMS System and the N26 interface between the AMF and the MME.

The protection of these interfaces shall be supported according to NDS/IP as specified in TS 33.210 [3].
9.5.1
Protection at the network layer
The solution from EPS for protection at the network layer can be adapted to use in 5G for the 5GS. Implementation requirements on IPsec and IKEv2 are described in clause 9.1.2 and quality of service considerations are described in clause 9.1.3 of the present specification.
