	Once a source AMF has initiated a handover, it has committed to a particular NAS downlink COUNT, e.g. either used for key calculation or downlink NAS COUNT value sent to the next AMF. This means that if the source AMF of a hanover sends any downlink NAS messages while the outcome of the handover is pending, then NAS messages may get dropped or the handover may fail.

Rules related to handovers from an AMF
In order to avoid potential count resue or mismatch between the AMF and the UE, the following rules shall be followed:
1.
Once the source MME has sent an Namf_Communication_CreateUEContext Request message to the target AMF  at an inter-AMF handover or sent a S10 FORWARD RELOCATION message to the target MME at a 5GS to EPS handover, the source AMF shall not send any downlink NAS messages to the UE until it is aware that the handover has either failed or has been cancelled.
