It is proposed to agree the companion contributions generalizing the gNB requirements to NG-RAN nodes.

Rationale

In the 5G System, the ng-eNB which is part of the NG-RAN is expected to support the same interfaces towards the CN as the gNB, i.e. N2 and N3. However, in the current version of TS 33.501 [1], there are many clauses where the related requirements are restricted to gNB. It is understood that such requirements cannot be systematically generalized to NG-RAN nodes since there are still differences between gNB and ng-eNB. For example, towards the UE, ng-eNB mostly uses the legacy RRC protocol while an gNB uses the new one. Furthermore, ng-eNB is not expected to support UP integrity protection. 
For this meeting, we have identified a set of clauses where the generalization to NG-RAN node is applicable and we provide 3 separate companion contributions implementing the necessary changes.
